  Guide for Student Speakers
Topic for 2019:
“IS THERE A FINE LINE BETWEEN OPTIMISM AND REALITY?”
Basic Rules: 

· Your speech must be not less than 4 minutes, and not more than 5 minutes.
· No props or costumes.

· First line of your speech must be the title of the topic (Is there a fine line between optimism and reality?)
Outline Your Speech: Have a strong beginning (or opening), a middle (the body of the speech), and an end (the conclusion).

Opening: Say something that will get people's attention. Make sure you use the topic as your first line, then add to it (Example: “Is there a fine line between optimism and reality? When I first considered this statement, that I thought I could create my own…….”
 
Body: This is where you describe a personal experience, anecdote, or other story that helps you in answering the question: Is there really a fine line?

Conclusion: Finish your speech by referring back to your opening. You might use appropriate quotations or statements to make your message more powerful.  
Notes to Contestants:

1. Make sure to practice your speech.
2. Be sure to bring a copy of your birth certificate or a passport on the day of the contest to verify your age.
